The Bylaws of Eta Chi Alumni Chapter

Adopted 25 October 2014.
I. Membership

a. Membership in the Eta Chi Alumni Chapter shall consist of initiates in good standing of the Eta Chi Chapter of Sigma Nu who are no longer matriculates of the Collegiate Chapter.

b. Membership shall be classified as “active” and “inactive”.

i. Active Members are those who have paid dues in accordance with §II.

ii. Inactive Members may not vote in any matters but are fully welcome to any and all chapter convocations and business meetings, but may be required to pay for admittance to individual events supported by the Alumni Chapter. 
c. Qualified initiates of any Sigma Nu Collegiate Chapter may be admitted into membership, upon petition, by a majority vote of Active Members at any Alumni Chapter Meeting.  These petitioning initiates shall no longer be matriculates of respective Collegiate Chapter.

II. Finances

b. Dues
i. Purpose: to support the regular activities and operations of Alumni Chapter.

ii. Annual: $25.
iii. Due: Month of October.

c. Spending Authority

i. The Commander may authorize expenditure up to $100 of Alumni Chapter Funds in his sole discretion for appropriate Chapter activities or operations.  These funds may not be authorized for donation to other organizations, scholarships, or charities, including Active Chapter at Old Dominion University.
ii. The Executive Council, by majority vote, may authorize expenditure up to $500 of Alumni Chapter Funds for appropriate Chapter activities or operations.  These funds may be authorized for donation to other organizations, scholarships, or charities, including Active Chapter at Old Dominion University.
iii. All expenditures in excess of $500 must be authorized by majority vote of the Alumni Chapter at a meeting in accordance with §III.

III. Meetings
a. Location and Time
i. Meeting shall be held once each month at a location and time designated by the Worthy Commander.
ii. Notice of regular meeting time and locations shall be published at least 28 days in advance and disseminated in appropriate form of media.
b. Special Meetings
i. Special meetings may be called by the Worthy Commander.
ii. Notice of special meeting time and location shall be published at least 14 days in advance and disseminated in appropriate form of media.  This notice shall specifically state the purpose for which the meeting is called.
c. Voting
i. No business shall be voted on at any meeting unless a quorum is present.  Quorum shall be _______________.
ii. Only Active Members may vote on any matter properly brought before the Alumni Chapter.  Only Active Members are counted in determination of quorum.
iii. Members do not have to be present to vote as monthly or special meetings.  Members may vote by proxy.  Proxies are counted in determination of quorum.
iv. Proxies must be in writing from voting members submitting the proxy vote and must be received no less than (1) day prior to the meeting at which they shall be counted.
IV. Officers

a. Officers of the Executive Council shall be, in order of rank:
i. Worthy Commander;
ii. Worthy Lieutenant Commander;
iii. Worthy Treasurer;
iv. Worthy Recorder.
b. Worthy Commander - Duties
i. To set the date and location and preside over all called meetings.
ii. To appoint all committee members and chairman, as required.
iii. To act as liaison with Community, University, and Sigma Nu Representatives.
iv. To appoint members to Officer Positions vacated for any reason until an election can be held.
v. To appoint a Worthy Marshal for Ritual, as required.
vi. To set date and location and preside over all Executive Council meetings.
vii. May appoint any of these authorities to other Officers as appropriate.
viii. Maintain liaison with Alumni Advisory Board.
ix. To perform other such duties as pertain to this office.
c. Worthy Lieutenant Commander – Duties

i. Shall serve in the temporary absence of the Worthy Commander.

ii. Shall perform such duties as are prescribed by the Worthy Commander.

d. Worthy Treasurer – Duties

i. Shall take charge of all funds of the Alumni Chapter and deposit same to the credit of the Alumni Chapter in accounts in accordance with §II.a.
ii. To keep a book of accounts on all funds received and disbursed during his term of office.
iii. Shall pay all bills and debts incurred by authority of the Alumni Chapter.

iv. To organize fundraising and collect all dues of the Alumni Chapter.

v. Shall perform such duties as are prescribed by the Worthy Commander.

e. Worthy Recorder - Duties

i. To keep record of all meetings of the Alumni Chapter.

ii. To be responsible for all correspondence of the Alumni Chapter.

iii. To maintain records and status of members of the Alumni Chapter.

iv. Shall perform such duties as are prescribed by the Worthy Commander.

V. Elections and Terms
a. Terms
i. All officers, as detailed in §IV, shall be elected to a term of two years.

ii. The Worthy Commander and Worthy Lieutenant Commander may not be re-elected to same position for two-consecutive terms.
iii. No limit is placed on number of terms an Active Member may serve in any position.

b. Elections

i. Elections shall be held at a meeting of the Alumni Chapter every two years.

ii. Elections shall be held in the month of July or August of each even numbered year, intended to coincide with approximately 30-60 days after the close of Grand Chapter.

iii. Elections shall be conducted by the Worthy Commander and shall be open vote of present and proxy members.  A majority vote of present members may be called prior to voting to conduct elections by secret ballot.

iv. Nominations shall be made open for all positions at least one meeting prior to election and remain open until vote is called for each position.

v. Only Active Members shall be eligible for nomination.

vi. Election shall be by simple majority of voting members.

c. Vacancies

i. A vacancy in the office of Worthy Commander shall be filled by the Worthy Lt. Commander for the remainder of the term.  For the purposes of determining election restrictions of §V.a.ii, the member shall have been considered to have been elected and served as Lt. Commander if he has served at least 1 year prior to the vacancy of Worthy Commander.
ii. All other vacancies will have temporary appointments designated by the Worthy Commander until interim election can be held within 60 days of appointment.

iii. Any vacancy election to Lt. Commander shall not prohibit re-election to Lt. Commander under §V.a.ii unless this member serves more than 1 year of the vacated term.

iv. Any vacancies within 90 days of regularly schedule election may be temporarily appointed by Worthy Commander until such time as regular elections are held.

d. Impeachment

i. An officer may be removed by majority vote at Alumni Meeting.  Voting rules of §III.c shall apply.


VI. Executive Council
a. Executive Council shall consist of elected officers of §IV.
b. Duties – The Executive Council shall:
i. Conduct all Alumni Chapter affairs between meetings.
ii. Account for the expenditure and receipt of funds in the Alumni Chapter Treasury.
iii. Settle any election dispute and be responsible for the interpretation of these Bylaws.
iv. Appoint Alumni Chapter representative(s) to the Grand Chapter.
v. Maintain communication with Chapter Advisor, the Alumni Advisory Board, and Alumni House Corporation of the Eta Chi Chapter.

VII. Adoption and Amendments
a. Adoption
i. The foregoing Bylaws of the Eta Chi Alumni Chapter of Sigma Nu were duly approved and adopted on this 25th day of October 2014.
b. Amending
i. These Bylaws may be amended at any meeting of the Chapter upon majority vote in accordance with rules of §III.c.
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
